Attached are the three forms required for entry into, and flights within Mexico. Completion of forms prior to entry into Mexico with your flight particulars will save a great deal of time "clearing in" since the local official won't have to write up all the paperwork.  It is necessary to make the correct number of copies beforehand since no copy machines are available at the Mexican Custom/Immigration offices.

To complete the forms, just click on the embedded text boxes. erase, and type over with your information.  Be careful not to move the text boxes so the information stays on the correct lines.

1. Internacion de Aeronaves- Aircraft Entrance form (customs form):  4 copies, presented inbound only. This form is a "temporary import permit" that allows the aircraft to enter Mexico.  It is like an immigration visa form for the airplane and is THE most important form. Added at the top of form to right of "INTERNACION" a box for the name of the Mexican  insurance company, the insurance policy #, and expiration date. When completing the form, it is suggested that the departure date ALWAYS be at least 1-2 weeks after the intended date in case the aircraft is unable to depart on the planned date for mechanical or other reason. For colors, see #3, the flight plan form for translations at the bottom.

2. Seneam -SCT : Minimum: 4 copies: need 2 copies for each controlled airport. This is an air traffic control report of an aircraft arrival. 2 copies are needed for your inbound stop;   2 copies for your outbound stop, and 2 more copies for each controlled airport used

The above 2 forms are on page 1 of the Word document; each is a half page

form.  Cut the forms after printing.

3. Plan de Vuelo (Flight Plan):  Minimum: 6 copies: 3 inbound + 3 outbound. Also need 3 copies at each other controlled airport used.  Don't forget to change the small date at the top of the form.

Don't worry too much about errors, since thankfully our Mexican amigos are

not as particular or fussy as our local American bureaucrats!  Also, be

advised that DUATS now has weather available for some Mexican airports,

including MMCN, MMHO, & MMGM (MGYM?).   Safe travels.
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
